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African Horse Sickness (AHS) Control Policy - Revision

The Directorate Veterinary Services in the Western Cape Province would like to take this opportunity to bring to the notice of all horse owners/carriers that the policy regulating AHS control and control over the movement of equines (horses,donkeys and mules) and zebra into and within the AHS Controlled Area of the Western Cape Province (WCP), has been revised due the EU Decision 2001/622/EC of 27th July 2001 and Animal Diseases Regulations No. R885 of 21st September 2001. 

The new , smaller AHS Protection Zone, now comprises the following magisterial districts and excludes all districts (15) in the WCP to the north and east of these :

Clanwilliam; Piketberg; Ceres; Tulbagh; Worcester; Robertson; Montagu; Caledon; Hermanus; Bredasdorp and Swellendam.

This corresponds to the jurisdictional areas of the Overberg and Boland District Municipalities and the Clanwilliam and Piketberg districts of the West Coast District Municipality. The new entry/exit points on the main routes are:

N7
Between Clanwilliam and Klawer at Trawal


N1
Between Touwsriver and Matjiesfontein


N2
Between Swellendam and Heidelberg

Thus movements that could previously take place without any requirements, eg. movements within the previous Protection Zone, now require certification and permits. Examples of such movements are:  from Beaufort West -> Worcester or George -> Robertson etc.
