Summary of Outcomes from the United Nations Climate Change Conference, Bali, Indonesia, 3-14 December 2007
· 11 000 Delegates tried to find agreement on a negotiating process to finalize a new, post 2012 Kyoto regime by 2009.

· The Bali Road Map (otherwise know as the Long-term Co-operative Action under the Convention) was adopted. This included a clear agenda for the key issues to be negotiated up to 2009:

· Action for adapting to the negative consequences of climate change, such as droughts and floods;

· Ways to reduce Greenhouse Gas emissions;

· Ways to widely deploy climate-friendly technologies and financing both adaptation and mitigation measures.

· Four major UNFCCC meetings to implement the Bali Roadmap are foreseen, the first will be in March or April 2008.

· Adaptation Fund. The fund will help developing countries cope with the impact of climate change, which includes flooding, droughts, heat waves and rises in sea level. It will be financed by the Clean Development Mechanism. The fund is worth R3,4 billion. It was agreed that adaptation should equal mitigation as a priority.
· Break down of the “Berlin wall” between developing countries and developed countries, which means that developing countries need to do their share of reducing carbon emissions. South Africa was committed to contribute its fair share towards our common responsibility for the future.

· US, Japan and Canada were opposed to emissions goals.

· South Africa called on the US to demonstrate leadership and take their fair share of responsibility. Minister Van Schalkwyk will be flying to the US at the end of January 2008 to attend a second US-hosted Major Economies Meeting on Energy Security and Climate Change.
· A few issues outstanding included differences on the preambular language of the Bali Roadmap, a description on what should guide developed and developing countries, and the nature of the body that will negotiate the future deal on climate change.
